Kindergarten Enrolments 2020 
Enrolments for the 2020 Kindergarten program at Endeavour

and 30th June 2016 they are eligible for Kindergarten. Applications 
for enrolment are available from the school office and must be 
returned to the school by Friday, 26th July 2019. Please be 
advised that the Department of Education placement criteria will be 
used if the number of applications received exceeds the amount of 
places available.

2018 Annual Report 
The 2018 annual report was endorsed by the school board last 
term. This report outlines the progress the school is making within 
its business plan focus areas and provides a summary of student 
achievement information.

Parking 
In the past week the school has received reports of some parking 
issues around the school, such as vehicles double parking and 
blocking access to residents’ driveways.

should be returned to the class teacher by 9am, Friday, 24th 2019.                                          

This term has started with enthusiasm. The main focus at the 
moment is NAPLAN testing that happens in Week 3. As a school, 
we ensure all content and skills in each year level is covered by 
thorough planning, meetings and assessments. Students in Years 
3 and 5 have been exposed to NAPLAN style questions and 
formats through this year and last year and have sat the PAT 
Maths test on line a few times already. NAPLAN is a “snapshot” of 
what your child can do at this time and is a culmination of all their 
years at school. We feel our students are ready to show what they 
know and understand, and look forward to getting their results later 
in the year. 
 
NAPLAN is just one test that some students do. Other ways 
teachers get information is by observing general class work, 
interviewing and tests. This semester teachers will write reports 
based on each child’s performance in the class over the past two 
terms. Another thing we do at Endeavour is our whole school 
tables challenge. After assembly students complete a mental 
maths sheet on adding and subtractions for Years 1-3 and 
multiplication and division for Years 4 - 7. The aim is to gauge their 
recall of basic facts.  Last term we had our inaugural tables 
challenge where champions from each class competed for the 
Year level trophy. We will be continuing that this term, so keep that 
practice up! We try to use a lot of different ways to see what our 
students know.
